You may start at any square on the diagram and move up, down, left or right (NOT diagonally) to an adjacent square. No square may be visited more than once. Write down the digits of each square as you proceed. What is the largest 9-digit number that can be made?

The largest number must use all nine digits, so it must start in a corner. The biggest corner number is 5, and by choosing the largest possible neighbouring digit each time, the largest number is 594 836 271.
