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Luke is going for an 18 km cycle. He decided that he wanted to do this in half an hour. He started off at a speed of 24 km/hr, but after 10 min he realized he needs to increase his speed in order to finish in time. 
For the remaining time, what speed should Luke ride at in order for the entire trip to take exactly half an hour?


24 km/h or 24 km in 60 min, is equivalent to 4 km in 10 min
Thus, Luke has travelled 4 km in 10 min, and so has 14 km to do in 20 min, which is equivalent to 42 km in 60 min, ie, he needs to travel at 42 km/h for the remainder of the trip.
